Apart from the above administrative and promotion support, Venue Partners are offered 
production fees to organise activities.  For those Venue Partners who are receiving annual 
subvention from the Home Affairs Bureau, funding is allocated by the Bureau for additional 
Venue Partnership Scheme-related activities, staff cost and venue charges.  For the other Venue 
Partners, the LCSD provides each with an annual programme fee at a ceiling of $1 million for 
related production, staff and administrative costs, in addition to the free use of the venue 
facilities and ticketing services. 

The breakdown of expenditure (actual and notional, as applicable) arisen from the above-
mentioned forms of support to each Venue Partner administered through the Bureau and the 
Department is given in the Annex.

(LCSD) implements the following five audience building schemes on an annual basis - 
 
1. Community Cultural Ambassador Scheme 
- This Scheme supports local performing arts practitioners in conducting creative 

outreach arts projects at various indoor and outdoor venues in different 
districts/communities. The activities include performances, workshops, lectures, 
demonstrations and exhibitions.  

- Registered local non-profit performing arts groups and artists active in promoting a 
specific art form in Hong Kong in the past three years with proven experience and 
artistic merit are eligible to apply through open invitation every year. 

 
2. District Cantonese Opera Parade 
- This annual District Cantonese Opera Parade provides performance opportunities for 

budding and amateur Cantonese opera troupes to perform at the district level.  
- Registered non-profit local amateur Cantonese opera groups possessing practical 

performance experience in the past three years are eligible to apply through open 
invitation every year. 

 
3. School Arts Animateur Scheme 



  

- Under the Scheme, LCSD joins hands with local professional performing arts groups 
experienced in arts education to implement arts educational projects at schools.  
These projects comprise introductory performances, workshop series lasting for a few 
months to the whole academic year and student finale performances/exhibitions. 

- Programme proposals from local professional arts groups are welcome and will be 
considered based on individual merits. 

 
4. School Culture Day Scheme 
- This Scheme encourages schools to arrange their students to visit LCSD’s performing 

arts venues, museums and public libraries during school days to take part in cultural 
programmes specially designed for them. 

- Local professional arts groups are welcome to submit proposals to tailor-made arts 
educational/arts appreciation programmes for students under this Scheme.  Proposals 
will be considered based on individual merits.  

 
5. Experience the Arts Scheme for Senior Secondary Students 
- This Scheme, which was piloted since the 2007/08 school year to pave way for the 

implementation of “Aesthetic Development” under the New Senior Secondary 
Curriculum from 2009/10 school year, offers a spectrum of tailor-made performing 
arts programmes with added interactive and educational elements for senior secondary 
students.

The scope of 
the inspection includes visual inspection to assess the overall health condition and 
structural safety of the tree, and conduct of resistography and tomography work as 
necessary to assess the internal tree structure.  Other than resistograph and tomograph 
devices, increment tree borers and mallets are also used.  Appropriate tree care 
measures are taken based on the inspection results.  Most of the inspection work to the 
OVTs was carried out by the 112 tree team members and 57 venue staff of the 
Department. The 57 venue staff will conduct regular visual checks on the OVTs and 
report irregularities if found for further follow up by the tree teams.  The annual staff 
cost for the 112 tree team members is about $16 million.

Measures at construction stage include the use of silt curtain during dredging 
operation.  Regular water quality monitoring will be carried out during the 
construction phase to monitor the effectiveness of these measures.

The Administration estimates that the cost of the redevelopment of Victoria Park 
Swimming Pool Complex is about $1,290 million.  In this regard, 
 
(a) What are the main reasons for the huge cost of the project and what special 

facilities will the new complex offer? 
 
(b) Please provide the timeable for drawing down the remaining $1,265 million apart 

from the estimated expenditure of $25 million in 2009-2010.

Reply: 

(a) The new Victoria Park Swimming Pool Complex comprises one indoor 50m x 
25m main pool with adjustable pool floors, one indoor 33m x 25m multipurpose 
pool with adjustable pool floor and diving facilities and spectator stands for 2500 
seats.  The unit cost for this new swimming pool complex is higher than projects 
of similar scale and scope mainly due to the need to accommodate an average 
2500 spectator capacity to meet international competition standards. Additional 
cost is also required to overcome the structural constraints imposed by the future 
North Island Line underneath the proposed complex.  We have also adopted a 
building form with curved glass walls and aluminium cladding to respond to the 
Town Planning Board’s comments that we should minimize the visual impact of 
the swimming pool. 

 
The project scope also includes demolition of the existing swimming pool 
complex, refurbishment of existing tennis practice courts and reprovisioning of 
facilities affected by the construction of the new swimming pool complex 
(affected facilities) such as roller skating rinks, handball court, changing facilities 
for park-users and park management office.  The project cost of $1,290 million in 
money-of-the-day prices (MOD) was estimated in mid 2008.  Before submission 



  

to the Public Works Subcommittee, the project cost estimate will be reviewed 
according to the finalized tender document for works under this project. 

 
 

(b) The project will be implemented in two phases.  The phase 1 works mainly 
comprise the construction of the new swimming pool complex while the phase 2 
works comprise the demolition of the existing swimming pool complex and 
reprovisioning of affected facilities.  Subject to the approval of the Finance 
Committee, the project is expected to commence in August 2009.  The estimated 
expenditure of $25 million in MOD prices will be required for 2009-2010.  We 
would closely monitor the financial position.  The remaining amount will be

Reply: 
 
The latest cost estimate for the Sports Centre and Community Hall in Area 101, Tin Shui Wai is 
about $590 million in September 2008 prices.  This has taken into account the latest design and 
current markets trend in construction prices. The project cost will be further reviewed according 
to the finalized tender document before submission to the Public Works Subcommittee (PWSC).  
We consulted the District Facilities Management Committee of the Yuen Long District Council 
on the design of the project on 9 January 2009 and members supported the project.  We intend 
to submit the project to the PWSC and Finance Committee for consideration in the second 
quarter of 2009.  Subject to funding approval by the Finance Committee, construction is 
expected to commence in late 2009 and an estimated expenditure of $3 million will be required 
in 2009-2010 for the construction of hoardings and other site preparatory works.  We expect 
that the remaining amount will mainly be spent from 2010-2011 to 2012-2013. The project is 
expected to be completed in mid 2012.  We will closely monitor the project progress and 
review the financial position from time to time.

The funding for the main works of the Project was approved by the Finance Committee 
of the Legislative Council in June 2008.  As the Hong Kong Sports Institute Limited 
(HKSIL) has taken more time than expected to complete the tendering procedures, there 
was under-spending in 2008-09 and a slight delay with the main works programme.  
The HKSIL has awarded the tender for the first works contract for commencement in 
March 2009.   
 
The HKSIL has introduced a number of measures such as phased completion and partial 
handover of the piling sites to offset as much as possible the initial delay in completing 
the tendering procedures.  Meanwhile, the HKSIL is preparing to tender the remaining 
works contracts with the aim of completing most of the new facilities by the fourth 
quarter of 2011.
